A KING’S RANSOM 
“For even the Son of Man came not to be served but to serve, 

and give His life as a ransom for many.”  Mark 10:45 
 

“God is both Master and servant in saving us from sin,” {Tabletalk, December 2010 Issue}. When Jesus came to earth; God 
incarnate, He came as a servant, a sacrifice and savior.

Centuries later, as captives once again in Babylon, the children of Israel 
had to rely upon their Sovereign God to redeem them, or set them free from bondage. 
 

God works for us in salvation. We then are to work for Him because we are redeemed. We do not earn our salvation, indeed salvation 
comes when we least deserve it, “but God shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us,” Romans 5:8 ESV. 
This great gift of salvation transforms our lives. We are called to serve others, not to redeem them, but to demonstrate the great love the 
Redeemer has for us, and for them. We are called to point others to Jesus. My prayer is that we will be about our Father’s business this 
year.
